Prayer Chaplain Ministry

with those requesting prayers and alternating with other chaplains
in blessing the Prayer Box during the Sunday Service.

Anyone who gives, receives more than the one to whom they
give. Prayer Chaplains pray with others and interact with them
in a loving, empathetic and deeply spiritual way. In return they
find the time spent to be fulfilling and rewarding.

A two-week Prayer Chaplain Training, and a three-week Power of Prayer Class, are
required and available to those wishing to become a Unity Prayer Chaplain.

Prayer Team Ministry

The mission of our Prayer Team is to respond to the prayer needs
of members and to also build a strong, ongoing spiritual consciousness
in support for our staff, the mission and goals for Unity of the Keys.
Duties include presenting the Prayer Box for blessing during the
Sunday Service, receiving the names of those requesting prayer, as
sent via email by the Team Leader, and conducting a daily practice
of prayer for those individuals. Members also attend a monthly
Prayer Team Meeting.

Every time we pray we bless not only the ones we pray for, but also ourselves.
Being a member of the Prayer Team is soul satisfying. There are few activities
that contribute more to the well being of so many. Training, The Power of Prayer
Class, is required and provided for Prayer Team volunteers.

Spiritual Social Action Team

Our mission is to improve and empower the human experience
within the congregation and in the community-at-large through
social action programs. We will be developing, sponsoring or
participating in social action programs which provide spiritual,
intellectual and physical relief, support and growth. Members of
this team will meet on a regular basis to plan and implement
various projects throughout the year.

v The mission of the Ushers and Greeters is to help create a warm,
welcoming environment and to serve the logistical needs of the members
and the visitors who attend Sunday Services at Unity of the Keys.

Duties include serving on a rotating schedule of Sundays where team
members participate in both pre-service set up and post service clean up
of the sanctuary, giving out bulletins and assisting with seating. During the
service, ushers remain alert to welcome late comers, pass out Welcome packets and
circulate the offering bags.
